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To increase motivation, to provide opportunities for speaking English and to expose students to lots of meaningful English.
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The main aim of the course is to improve students’ English ability by providing students with a variety of tasks and
activities that are fun and realistic. Students awareness of aspects of English pronunciation will be increased and they will
be given the opportunity practice and develop a more natural way of speaking and using English.
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Students will be evaluated by quizzes, small group presentations, homework and class work.

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This second semester course will primarily focus on improving students’ oral fluency and accuracy. Students will work in
pairs and small groups. Tasks will involve preparing topics to speak about, learning how to agree, disagree, initiate
conversation, change the subject of a conversation and end conversations.

It is hoped that through task-based learning and fluency and vocabulary building activities that students will take a
significant step towards becoming a native-like speaker if English.
