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To increase motivation, to provide opportunities for speaking English and to expose students to lots of meaningful English.
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The main aim of this course is to improve students’ English ability by providing them with a variety of tasks and activities
that are fun, realistic and effective. Students awareness of form will be increased via consciousness raising activities.
Students will also be given tasks that are aimed at increasing the fluency accuracy and complexity of their spoken English.
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Students will be evaluated by quizzes, small group presentations, homework and class work.
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No textbook. The teacher will bring his own materials
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No reference books are necessary.
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In the first week, students will be given the opportunity to get to know the teacher and other members of the class via
icebreaking activities. The students and teacher will work together to come up with a set of classroom rules and
regulations.

The following weeks in the semester will adopt a task-based approach to language learning. Task will be primarily aimed at
improving students’ oral and general English speaking skills. Students will have a certain amount of autonomy in choosing
tasks. Care will be taken to ensure that the students have a variety of interesting tasks aimed at improving, accuracy,
fluency, complexity of language and motivation. In particular, selected tasks will: (1) provide lots of meaningful input; (2)
promote accuracy and complexity of students’ output; (3) focus on form; and (4) increase fluency.

Tasks will also be chosen to help students in areas of particular weaknesses.
